Dear Mr. Bogle: 
 
Riley County is in receipt of your letter dated January 25th regarding the referenced topic.  The Riley 
County Commission met on March 13th to discuss KDOT’s proposal and the recommendations of Riley 
County staff.   

The K-18 project requires Riley County to accept an additional 13 lane miles of roadway and 2, possibly  
3 bridges.  Furthermore, Riley County has been providing snow & ice control for the past 4 years, mowing 
and spraying activities for the past 2 years and crack filling this last year.  All while these roads/bridges 
were still under KDOT’s jurisdiction.  As like KDOT, budgets are tight and now Riley County has to 
function under the newly imposed tax lid. 

The Riley County Board of Commissioners are not willing to accept the maintenance responsibility of the 
UPRR bridge unless KDOT is willing to pay ½ of the actual costs (including mobilization & traffic control) 
of the polymer overlays on all three structures.  The three structures consists of the bridge over the Seven 
Mile Overflow channel on Skyway Drive, the bridge over the Eureka Valley Tributary on Skyway Drive and 
the bridge over the UPRR on West 56th Avenue. 

The Board is not in favor of signing a County/State agreement for all of the local roadways and 
associated bridges constructed with the K-18 expansion project until the following are completed: 

1. KDOT provides complete bridge plans for the 2 (possibly 3) referenced bridges 
2. KDOT provides all additional information as required by FHWA for our bridge files 
3. KDOT addresses the issues listed in the County’s punch list 
4. The polymer overlay project for the 3 referenced bridges will be let and the actual cost of the 

project established (who lets the project to be determined) 
5. KDOT agrees to pay for ½ of the actual cost of the polymer overlay project  
6. Funds are transferred to the appropriate party 
7. KDOT provides the right-of-way description for the property being turned back on Stagg Hill Road 

Riley County has enjoyed our working relationship with KDOT and is confident a solution agreeable to 
both can be achieved.

BACKGROUND  
Riley County Health Department (RCHD) has two Thermal Comfort Air refrigerators to store 
vaccines. Vaccines must be stored at a temperature between 36 degrees Fahrenheit and 46 
degrees Fahrenheit. Each refrigerator comes equipped with a temperature controller. The 
temperature is monitored at 5 minute intervals. On December 6, 2016 the temperature of the 
vaccine in one refrigerator dropped below 36 degrees F. Despite regular maintenance, there was 
an electrical malfunction of the temperature controller and vaccine was lost. This loss was not 
covered by insurance. The electrical malfunction is not predictable or preventable. The 
temperature controller was repaired on the malfunctioning fridge and checked on the second 
fridge. The warranty expired on both refrigerators on December 15, 2016. Between January and 
March both refrigerators were checked twice on site by Thermal Comfort Air. Staff adjusted the 
controller to monitor at one minute intervals. However, on March 2nd the same electrical 
malfunction of the temperature controller occurred . No vaccine was lost and the temperature 
controller was repaired. However, as stated above electrical malfunctions are not predictable or 
preventable.  
 
DISCUSSION 
We are requesting two vaccine refrigerators to replace the current vaccine refrigerators. Two 
different models of the refrigerators are presented. See attached quotes. The refrigerators are 
from Helmer Scientific and medical grade. Refrigerators are pre-calibrated for temperature, 
include temperature controllers, and include certifications for medical quality.
